24.7% of the population is under the age of 18,

compared to 25.7% nationally.

13.5% of the population is over the age of 635,

compared to 12.4% nationally.

The total population of Connecticut is projected
to grow 6% between 2000 and 2020, while the
population 65 and over is projected to grow 25%

during the same period.

260,000 veterans live in Connecticut; Connecticut

ranks 30th in the nation.

In 2006, 349,602 people were enrolled in Medicaid,;
this is 12% of the non-elderly population, compared

to 13% nationally.

According to the Rural Policy Research Institute,

several areas of the state are medically underserved.

Connecticut ranked high in the nation in the

number of reported AIDS cases in 2000.

In 2000, Connecticut ranked below the national
rate in the number of hospital beds per 100,000

population.

In 2006, the unemployment rate was 4.3 %,

compared to 4.6 % nationally.

Social Work Survey Data*

e Nearly three-quarters (72%) of the respondents in Connecticut were 45 years or older.
e The majority of respondents in Connecticut were white (88%).

e The majority of respondents in Connecticut held a master’s degree as their highest

social work degree (92%).

e Respondents were asked to identify their primary practice setting for employment.
The majority (24 %) identified schools as their primary practice setting, followed

by behavioral health clinics/outpatient facilities (12%).

e  FEighty percent of Connecticut’s respondents earned $60,000 or more for

full-time social work.

*  Only four percent of Connecticut respondents were new to the field, with less

than five years of experience.

®  The majority of respondents were employed in a private, non-profit (40%).
More than one-quarter (28%) of Connecticut’s respondents were employed

by the state government.
e All of the respondents indicated they were employed in a metropolitan area.

e The majority (44 %) of respondents identified Mental Health as their primary

practice area, followed by School Social Work (16%).
