
• According to the 2000 U.S. Census, 2,280 people

self-identified as social workers in Hawaii.

• There are 949 NASW members in Hawaii.

• In 2006, 1,242,930 people lived in Hawaii.

• 8.8% of the population live at or below the federal

poverty level, compared to 12.6% nationally.

• 24.4% of the population is under the age of 18,

compared to 25.7% nationally.

• 13.6% of the population is over the age of 65,

compared to 12.4% nationally.

• The total population of Hawaii is projected to grow

38% between 2000 and 2020, while the population

65 and over is projected to grow 54% between

2000 and 2020.

• 105,000 veterans live in Hawaii; Hawaii is ranked

42nd in the nation.

• In 2006, 117,425 people were enrolled in Medicaid;

this is 11% of the population, compared to 13%

nationally.

• In 2000, Hawaii had one of the highest rates of TB

cases in the country, nearly twice the national rate.

• In 2000, Hawaii ranked 35th among states in the

number of hospital beds per 100,000 population.

• In 2006, the unemployment rate was 2.4%, compared

to 4.6% nationally.
