According to the 2000 U.S. Census, 10,210 people
self-identified as social workers in Indiana; Indiana

ranks 24th in social workers per capita.
There are 2,766 NASW members in Indiana.
In 2006, 6,233,226 people lived in Indiana.

11.4% of the population live at or below the federal

poverty level, compared to 12.6% nationally.

25.9% of the population is under the age of 18,

compared to 25.7% nationally.

12.4% of the population is over the age of 65;

the same as the national average.

The total population of Indiana is projected to grow
6% between 2000 and 2020, while the population

65 and over is projected to grow 46%.

543,000 veterans live in Indiana; Indiana is ranked

16th in the nation.

In 2006, 652,702 people were enrolled in Medicaid;
this is 12% of the non-elderly population, compared

to 13% nationally.

According to the Rural Policy Research Institute,

several areas of the state are medically underserved.

In 1999, the death rates due to cancer, heart
disease and firearms were above their respective

national rates.

In 2000, Indiana was slightly above the national
rate in the number of hospital beds per 100,000

population.

In 2006, the unemployment rate was 5%, compared

to 4.6% nationally.
