11.2% of the population is over the age of 635,

compared with 12.4% nationally.

compared with 25.7% nationally.

The total population of Nevada is projected to
grow 11% between 2000 and 2020. The population
over 65 is projected to grow 88% between 2000
and 2020.

244,000 veterans live in Nevada; Nevada is ranked

32nd in the nation.

In 2006, 160,720 people were enrolled in Medicaid,;
this is 7% of the non-elderly population, compared

to 13% nationally.

According to the Rural Policy Research Institute,
several areas of the state are considered medically

underserved.

In 1999, Nevada was above the national death rates
due to cancer and heart disease. Nevada had the

highest death rate due to firearms in the country.

In 2000, Nevada ranked 48th in the country in the
number of hospital beds per 100,000 and in 1999
ranked 48th in the country in the number of nursing

home beds per 1,000 populations 65 and over.

In 2007, the unemployment rate was 4.8 %, compared

to 4.6% nationally

e The majority of respondents in Nevada were 45 years or older (65%).
e The majority (75%) of respondents in Nevada were white.

e Equal numbers of Nevada respondents held bachelor’s and master’s degrees as

their highest social work degree (45%), while 9% held a doctorate.

e Respondents were asked to indentify their primary practice setting for employment.
The three most frequently cited categories were schools (17%), private solo practice

(17%) and social service agencies (17%).

e The majority of Nevada’s respondents (56%) earned between $40,000 and

$59,000 annually for full-time social work.
®  The majority of Nevada’s respondents had 5-19 years of experience.

®  The majority of Nevada’s respondents were employed in a private, non-profit
setting (31%). The rest of the social workers were employed evenly in private,

for- profit settings, and local and state governments (23% each).

e The majority of social workers in Nevada were employed in a metropolitan area

(91%).

e Respondents most frequently cited Mental Health (25%) and Health (25%) as

their primary areas of practice.
