
• According to the 2000 U.S. Census, 21,380 people

self-identified as social workers in Ohio.

• There are 3,864 NASW Members in Ohio.

• In 2006, 11,306,003 people lived in Ohio.

• 11.6% of the population live at or below the federal

poverty level, compared to 12.6% nationally.

• 25.4% of the population is under the age of 18,

compared to 25.7% nationally.

• 13.3% of the population is over the age of 65,

compared to 12.4% nationally.

• The total population of Ohio is projected to grow

3% between 2000 and 2020, while the population

65 and over is projected to grow 35% between

2000 and 2020.

• 1,032,000 veterans live in Ohio; Ohio is ranked

sixth in the nation.

• In 2006, 1,398,804 people were enrolled in

Medicaid; this is 14% of the non-elderly population,

compared to 13% nationally.

• According to the Rural Policy Research Institute,

several areas of the state are medically underserved.

• In 1999, Ohio was above the national death rates

due to cancer and heart disease and below the

national death rate due to firearms.

• In December 2007, the unemployment rate was

5.5%, compared to 4.6% nationally.

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• About one-third (34%) of Ohio respondents were between 35 and 4 years old.

Thirty percent were between 45 and 54 years old, while close to one-fifth (21%)

were between 26 and 34 years old.

• The majority of respondents were white (93%).

• In Ohio, 61 percent of respondents held a bachelor’s degree as their highest social work

degree. Thirty-five percent held a master’s degree as the highest social work degree.

• Respondents were asked to identify their primary practice setting for employment.

Nearly one-fifth (17%) were employed in a social service agency. Eleven percent

of Ohio respondents were employed in a hospital/medical center, while 14 percent

selected “other.”

• The majority (60%) of respondents in Ohio earned between $20,000 and $39,000

annually for full-time work. Just over a third (34%) earned between $40,000 and

$59,000 per year.

• Nearly three quarters of Ohio respondents had five to 19 years of experience, while

about one-fifth (21%) had 20 or more years of experience.

• The majority of Ohio respondents (57%) were employed in private not-for-profit

settings, followed by private for-profit settings (19%).

• The majority of respondents in Ohio were employed in a metropolitan area (85%).

• Nearly one-fifth (19%) of respondents identified Child Welfare/Family as their primary

practice area, followed by Aging (16%), Health (12%) and Mental Health (11%).
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
