
• According to the 2000 U.S. Census, 420 people self

identified as social workers in Wyoming; Wyoming

ranked 49th in social workers per capita.

• There are 243 NASW members in Wyoming.

• In 2006, 515,004 people lived in Wyoming.

• 10.1% of the population live at or below the federal

poverty level, compared to 12.6% nationally.

• 12.1% of the population is over the age of 65,

compared with 12.4% nationally.

• 26.1% of the population is under the age of 18,

compared with 25.7% nationally.

• The total population of Wyoming is projected to

grow 36% between 2000 and 2020. The population

over 65 is projected to grow 113% between 2000

and 2020.

• 54,000 veterans live in Wyoming; Wyoming is

ranked 49th in the nation.

• In 2006, 46,570 people were enrolled in Medicaid;

this is 10% of the non-elderly population, compared

to 13% nationally.

• According to the Rural Policy Research Institute,

many portions of the state are medically underserved.

• In 1999, Wyoming was well below the national

death rates due to cancer and heart disease and

above the national death rate due to firearms.

Wyoming had one of the lowest rates of incidences

of both TB and reported AIDS cases in the country

in 2000.

• In 2000, Wyoming ranked 10th in the number of

hospital beds per 100,000.

• In 2007, the unemployment rate was 3%, compared

to 4.6% nationally

• 60% of respondents in Wyoming were 45 years or older.

• The majority (80%) of respondents in Wyoming were white.

• The majority of respondents in Wyoming held a master’s degree as their highest

social work degree (80%), while 20% held a bachelor’s degree as their highest social

work degree.

• The salaries for respondents in Wyoming were equally split between two categories-

those earning $20,000 and $39,000 per year, and those earning between $40,000

and $59,000 annually (50% each).

• Half of Wyoming’s respondents had 5-19 years of experience. 25% were new to the

field, with less than 5 years of experience.

• Half of Wyoming respondents were employed in a private non-profit setting.

• Equal percentages (40%) of Wyoming respondents were employed in metropolitan

areas and small towns.

• The majority of respondents identified Mental Health as their primary practice area.
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
